#1 way to find a job

Informal Networking Formal (Planned) Networking

• One-on-one conversations with 
faculty, upperclassmen, peers, 
friends, neighbors, etc.

• Events such as family dinners and 
neighborhood picnics.

• Casual conversations

• Club Meetings

• Campus social events

• Campus or Community Networking events

• Alumni events

• On Campus employer information sessions

• Tours of employer offices and 
facilities

• Professional association meetings



What is an Informational 

Interview?

• Conversation with another individual that is 

more advanced in their career journey.

• The purpose of the conversation is to find 

out more about an industry or organization 

and to grow your network.

• You do not conduct an informational interview 

to find an internship or job, although the 

connection might help you or someone else in 

that way later. 

• This is an opportunity to learn more about a 

career path or role that interests you.
